WORKSHOP OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE

CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE

February 9, 2006 – 9:00 a.m.

The East Ridge City Council met pursuant to notice on February 9, 2006 at East Ridge City Hall for the purpose of a workshop to discuss various issues.  Mayor Dean called the meeting to order.  Present were: Mayor Dean, Vice Mayor Thompson, Councilmember Card, Councilmember Petty, City Manager Mays, and City Recorder Middleton.   Councilmember Manning and City Attorney Helton were not present.  Also present was Director Freida Wheeler.
Mike Tallent, MTAS Consultant, discussed the MTAS Administrative Assistant Program.  The program was designed to recruit and employ a MPA graduate for 18 months to 3 years to work with various cities for City Manager training.  The program Mr. Tallent is proposing is for the intern to work with the cities of Athens, Cleveland, East Ridge, Red Bank and also with the Athens Utility Board.  This intern would be an employee of MTAS, but the cities would be responsible for the repayment to MTAS for the salary and benefits of the intern.  The intern would work in the City of East Ridge in March, April and May of 2007, with primary emphasis on budgeting and again in November and December of 2007 and January of 2008 with primary emphasis in Public Safety.  The cost to the City would be $2,800.46 per month for the first three months and $2,940.48 for the last three months. Consideration of this proposal will be added to the agenda for the February 9, 2006 Council meeting.
At this time, the Council discussed the agenda items for the February 9, 2006 Council meeting as follows:

Permission to pay Estes Equipment Co. an additional $750.00 to raise/install fuel tank – This is to raise this already approved tank up above the flood level.

Mike Steele – Update on Regional Soccer Complex

Sponsorship of Pumpkin and Cider Festival – October 28, 2006 was added to the agenda.

Sponsorship of Special Needs Fishing Derby – September 30, 2006 was added to the agenda.

The Council also discussed street paving, the Archives and History Museum and rental of the Annex building.
