The East Ridge City Council met pursuant to notice on March 9, 2006.  Vice Mayor Thompson called the meeting to order.  Rev. M. C. Tolbert, East Ridge United Methodist Church, gave the invocation.  All joined in the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

RESOLUTION NO. 2000  - “A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE AUTHORIZING THE PUBLIC SAFETY DIRECTOR TO EXECUTE THE ATTACHED AGREEMENT WITH THE APPALACHIA HIDTA TASK FORCE FOR ACCEPTANCE OF CONFISCATED FUNDS AND THE RULES AND REGULATIONS RELATING TO THE USE OF THE FUNDS.” was read by City Attorney Helton.  Councilmember Petty made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Card, to approve Resolution No. 2000.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.  
RESOLUTION NO.  2001 - “A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE THE ATTACHED CONTRACT CHANGE ORDER NUMBER 2 RELATIVE TO THAT CONTRACT WITH GENTECH CONSTRUCTION LLC FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF FIRE STATION NO. 2 TO BE LOCATED ON FRED PRUETT PARKWAY.” was read by City Attorney Helton.  Councilmember Card made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Manning, to approve Resolution No. 2001.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.

Permission to waive fee for dances at Community Center for fund raiser for East Ridge High School track team. – Director Freida Wheeler presented a request from Principal Mark Bean for this fund raiser.  The dates for the events are April 7th and April 28th from 7:30 – 11:00 p.m.  Councilmember Card made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Petty, to waive the fees for these events.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
Purchase of Lawn Mower for Street Dept. at State Contract Price of $5,515.95 – Director Wheeler presented a request to purchase this equipment.  She stated that over the years, the City ahs purchased several flood properties and removed the structures.  The present equipment is not appropriate or efficient to maintain these properties.  The retail price is $8,899.00, with state contract price $5,515.95.  Also, it is not necessary to go through the bid process, since it is on state contract.  Councilmember Manning made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Petty, to approve purchase of this mower at the state contract price.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.  
Permission for City to do work around flag pole and veteran’s monument – Councilmember Card stated that he has talked to Hamilton County Commissioner Curtis Adams and Mr. Adams has given permission to the City of East Ridge to do work around the monument and flag pole.  Councilmember Card made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Manning, for the City of East Ridge to do this work.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
Permission to use Arena and amphitheater for Pumpkin and Cider Festival on October 21, 2006 and October 22, 2006 – Councilmember Card made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Manning, to approve this request.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
