Items Discussed:

	RESOLUTION NO.  2003   - “A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE AUTHORIZING THE PUBLIC SAFETY DIRECTOR TO EXECUTE THE ATTACHED MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING WITH THE HAMILTON COUNTY 9-1-1 EMERGENCY COMMUNICATIONS DISTRICT FOR PARTICIPATION WITH THE DISTRICT FOR USE OF AN ALTERNATE PUBLIC SAFETY ANSWERING POINT (PSAP) FOR USE AS A BACK-UP TO BE ACTIVATED IN THE EVENT OF EQUIPMENT OR FACILITY INTERRUPTIONS AT THE PRIMARY PSAP.”  Chief Phillips explained that this allows for back-up 911 undisclosed location in case of an emergency at the 911 center.

	Landscaping Plan for City Hall – Several Councilmembers stated the landscaping is very unsightly and needs replaced.
