REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE

CITY OF EAST RIDGE

June 22, 2006 - 6:30 p.m.

The East Ridge City Council met pursuant to notice on June 22, 2006.  Mayor Dean called the meeting to order.   Rev. Bill Lickliter, Calvary Assembly of God, gave the invocation.  All joined in the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Present were:  Mayor Dean, Vice Mayor Thompson, Councilmember Card, Councilmember Manning, Councilmember Petty, City Manager Mays, City Attorney Helton and City Recorder Middleton.
The minutes of the June 8, 2006 Regular Meeting and the June 22, 2006 Agenda Meeting were submitted in writing to the Council.  Councilmember Petty made a motion, seconded by Vice Mayor Thompson, to approve the minutes as written.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
Communication from Councilmembers:
Councilmember Petty was complimentary of the street paving that is going on in the City.  Mr. Petty also recognized his wife who was in attendance.

Mayor Dean addressed the City Manager and the Councilmembers.  He stated that we are approaching an election season and that none of the members have been sitting on the Council during an election process.  The Mayor urged them all to stay the course and focus on the business of the City and let the City Manager handle the day-to-day operations.  He stated the members will probably get many phone calls as to what they should do if elected.  He also stated that he will do the best he can to lead the Council in the right direction and stay focused on City business.
Reports from Committees:  none.
Old Business:   
ORDINANCE NO. 812 – "AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE TO AMEND THE ZONING REGULATIONS AND THE ZONING MAP OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE  TO REZONE THE PROPERTY OF BERNARD H. BROWN III & BRITT BROWN FROM R-1 RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT TO RT-1 RESIDENTIAL TOWNHOUSE DISTRICT A TRACT OF LAND LOCATED AT 623 FRAWLEY ROAD.” – (2nd and final reading) was read by City Attorney Helton.  There was no opposition present and no questions from the Council regarding this rezoning.  Mayor Dean stated this is an expansion of the current project in that area.  Councilmember Card made a motion, seconded by Vice Mayor Thompson, to approve Ordinance No. 812 on second and final reading.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved. 
ORDINANCE NO. 813 – “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE TO AMEND THE ZONING REGULATIONS AND THE ZONING MAP OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE TO REZONE THE PROPERTY OF KAREN E. PRINE FROM R-1 RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT TO R-2 RESIDENTIAL DUPLEX DISTRICT A TRACT OF LAND LOCATED AT 5319 MATTHEWS DRIVE.” – (2nd and final reading) was read by City Attorney Helton.  There was no opposition present and no questions from the Council regarding this rezoning.  Councilmember Petty made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Card, to approve Ordinance No. 813 on second and final reading.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.  
New Business:
ORDINANCE NO.  814   - “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE ADOPTING THE DIGITAL ZONING MAP AS PART OF THE GEOGRAPHIC INFORMATION SYSTEM (GIS) AND AMENDING THE ZONING ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE TO REPLACE SECTION 101 IN ARTICLE III, DISTRICTS AND BOUNDARIES, TO REFLECT SUCH MAP ADOPTION.”  (1st reading) was read on caption by City Attorney Helton.  Mayor Dean stated this will bring us in line with the County’s GIS system.  Councilmember Card made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Manning, to approve Ordinance No. 814 on first reading.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
RESOLUTION NO.  2011 - "A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE ADOPTING THE FY 2005-2006 ANNUAL BUDGET AS A CONTINUATION BUDGET FOR FY 2006-2007 UNTIL SUCH TIME AS A FINALIZED ANNUAL BUDGET FOR FY 2006-2007 IS ADOPTED.” was read by City Attorney Helton.  Mayor Dean stated we are required by law to have a budget but do not have all the information needed to pass one, therefore, we must have a continuation budget in order to carry on the business of the City.  Councilmember Manning made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Petty, to approve Resolution No. 2011.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.  

RESOLUTION NO. 2012   - “A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE AMENDING THE PROVISIONS PREVIOUSLY ADOPTED IN RESOLUTION NO. 1023 RELATIVE TO THE CITY PROVIDING HEALTH INSURANCE TO RETIREES OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE.” was read by City Attorney Helton.  Mayor Dean stated that even though we have a resolution regarding retirees’ health insurance, this resolution would bring us in line with the state requirements.  Councilmember Petty made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Manning, to approve Resolution No. 2012.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.    
RESOLUTION NO.  2013   - “A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE THE ATTACHED AGREEMENT WITH EPB FOR THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE TO REIMBURSE TO EPB THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN THE COSTS OF RUNNING ELECTRIC SERVICE TO AREAS OF CAMP JORDAN PARK AND THE ESTIMATED REVENUE TO BE GENERATED AS A RESULT OF THE INCREASED USAGE.” was read by City Attorney Helton.  Mayor Dean stated that the City of Chattanooga worked out an agreement with the Electric Power Board which resulted in a substantial savings for the City of East Ridge.  Councilmember Card made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Petty, to approve Resolution No. 2013.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.   
RESOLUTION NO. 2014  - “A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE THE ATTACHED AGREEMENT WITH THE REGIONAL YOUTH SOCCER ASSOCIATION FOR USE OF THE OUTDOOR SOCCER FACILITIES AT CAMP JORDAN PARK.” was read by City Attorney Helton.  Councilmember Card made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Manning, to table Resolution No. 2014 until after a workshop regarding the soccer facility is held on July 13, 2006.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.  
Discussion of giving employees an additional day off on Monday, July 3rd for Fourth of July holiday – Councilmember Manning made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Card, to approve giving this additional day off for the holiday.  Mayor Dean stated this would not affect emergency services.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
Bids for furniture for fire/police Station 2 – City Manager Mays presented bids as follows:

Staff recommended the low bid of Inner Space Systems at $15,495.  Councilmember Petty made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Manning, to approve the low bid of Inner Space Systems.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.



Permission to upgrade computer exchange server – The current server is outdated and no longer supported and, according to our computer technicians, could crash at any time.  The upgrade will have anti-spam and anti-virus protection.  It will also allow all city employees at any location, not just City Hall and Public Safety, to access the e-mail system without using outside mail browsers.  The cost of the upgrade is $10,847.12 to be paid out of the Drug Fund.  Councilmember Petty made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Manning, to approve the upgrade.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved. 
Emergency repairs to police central air unit – City Manager Mays presented quotes to replace the central air unit as follows:

Vice Mayor Thompson made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Manning, to approve the low bid of Card Service Company.  Roll call vote:  Vice Mayor Thompson – yes; Councilmember Card - abstain; Councilmember Manning - yes; Councilmember Petty - yes; Mayor Dean - yes.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.   

Permission to waive fee for Regional Youth Soccer Association to use Camp Jordan Arena for luncheon for East Ridge City Council, Hamilton County Commission, and Chattanooga City Council – Mayor Dean stated that the officials want to come together to discuss issues for the Regional Soccer facility.  This will be on the same day of the workshop, so the advertisement should also include the luncheon in order to be covered under the sunshine law.  Councilmember Petty made a motion, seconded by Vice Mayor Thompson, to approve waiving the fee for the use of the Arena.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
Bids for supplying concrete brick/block, sand and mortar mix for FY 06-07 – City Manager Mays presented the bids from the following companies.

The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.

The staff recommends SRM Aggregates.  Councilmember Card made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Manning, to accept the low bid of SRM Aggregates.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.

Mr. Mays recommended the bid of Highways, Inc. because prices are good through June 30, 2007, whereas the other bids are not.  Councilmember Petty made a motion, seconded by Vice Mayor Thompson, to approve the bid of Highways, Inc.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
Communications from Citizens:  
Diane Gitano, 1027 Hibbler Circle, stated there was a problem with speeders in her neighborhood.  She would like to have the speed limit reduced.  Mayor Dean told her she would need to get a petition of the neighbors.  He asked her to get with Chief Phillips after the meeting to discuss this matter.
Jerry Rozzell, S. Seminole Drive, discussed the speeding on S. Seminole.  He also asked about a reasonable time frame to get copies.  He also discussed the rejection of his rezoning request.  Mayor Dean stated that with respect to a reasonable time frame, what is reasonable to one person may not be reasonable to another, so that is an ambiguous question.  Mayor Dean stated that the AIM Center rezoning has been voted down by this Council and Mr. Rozzell is not the applicant.   If the applicant or Mr. Rozzell wishes to seek legal advice, they are free to do that.  He stated the Council will not be hearing this same matter at every meeting.
The meeting was adjourned.
