REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE

CITY OF EAST RIDGE

July 13, 2006 - 6:30 p.m.

The East Ridge City Council met pursuant to notice on July 13, 2006.  Mayor Dean called the meeting to order.   Councilmember Jerry Petty gave the invocation.  All joined in the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Present were:  Mayor Dean, Vice Mayor Thompson, Councilmember Card, Councilmember Manning, Councilmember Petty, City Manager Mays, City Attorney Helton and City Recorder Middleton.
Chief Phillips recognized Lt. Brent Massey and Engineer Daniel Walston for helping save the life of Corporal Bob Burkhart when he suffered a heart attack during the 2005 Christmas Parade.  He presented plaques to off-duty medical personnel Angie Lamb and Vickie Kilgore, and to Memorial EMT’s Andre Dean and Dave Petty.  He thanked Corp. Burkhart for his service to the City.  Corp. Burkhart thanked the Chief, the assistant Chief and the Council, plus the nurses, firefighters and ambulance crew who saved his life.  Mayor Dean stated the citizens of East Ridge are extremely lucky to have Corp. Burkhart wear the police uniform.
The minutes of the June 22, 2006 Regular Meeting, the July 13, 2006 Agenda Meeting, and the July 13, 2006 Workshop were submitted in writing to the Council.  Councilmember Petty made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Manning, to approve the minutes as written.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.

Old Business:   
ORDINANCE NO.  814   - “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE ADOPTING THE DIGITAL ZONING MAP AS PART OF THE GEOGRAPHIC INFORMATION SYSTEM (GIS) AND AMENDING THE ZONING ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE TO REPLACE SECTION 101 IN ARTICLE III, DISTRICTS AND BOUNDARIES, TO REFLECT SUCH MAP ADOPTION.”  (2nd and final reading) was read by City Attorney Helton.  Councilmember Card made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Manning, to approve Ordinance No. 814 on second and final reading.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.    
New Business:
RESOLUTION NO. 2014    - “A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE THE ATTACHED AGREEMENT WITH THE REGIONAL YOUTH SOCCER ASSOCIATIONS FOR USE OF THE OUTDOOR SOCCER FACILITIES AT CAMP JORDAN PARK.”    (tabled from June 22, 2006) – Mayor Dean announced that this item has been taken off the agenda.  He also stated that a workshop was held this same afternoon regarding this issue.  He feels it was very productive and the Council and RYSA came up with things in this agreement that will be beneficial to the City of East Ridge.  An agreement should be ready for the next meeting.
RESOLUTION NO. 2015 - “A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE TO PARTICIPATE IN THE TML RISK MANAGEMENT POOL “SAFETY PARTNERS” LOSS CONTROL MATCHING GRANT PROGRAM.” was read by City Attorney Helton.  Mayor Dean explained this is a matching grant for safety equipment, but the City has already spent their match and should receive $2,000 from TML.  Councilmember Petty made a motion, seconded by Vice Mayor Thompson, to approve Resolution No. 2015.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
Permission to reduce fee for American Cancer society to use Camp Jordan Amphitheater for benefit concert for Hamilton County Relay for Life – Vice Mayor Thompson made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Card, to approve this request.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
Communications from Citizens:  
Jerry Rozzell stated his garbage cans were left in the road and asked that employees not do so.  Mayor Dean asked the City Manager to address this matter with the Director of that department.  Mr. Rozzell asked if citizens have the right to ask questions at the meeting.  Mayor Dean stated they do.  He also asked the Mayor if he had a moral or legal obligation to answer those questions in some form.  The Mayor stated there are people in this City that come up consistently with questions, and no matter how he answers these questions it will not be sufficient, so he does not feel he has a moral or legal obligation to these people.  When a citizen comes up with a legitimate problem or question he will definitely give them an answer.
