REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE

CITY OF EAST RIDGE

October 12, 2006 - 6:30 p.m.

The East Ridge City Council met pursuant to notice on October 12, 2006.  Mayor Dean called the meeting to order.   Rev. Billy Dean, Frawley Baptist Church, gave the invocation.  All joined in the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Present were:  Mayor Dean, Vice Mayor Thompson, Councilmember Card, Councilmember Manning, Councilmember Petty, City Manager Mays, City Attorney Helton and City Recorder Middleton. 
Mayor Dean presented a Certificate of Appreciation to Richard Hutsell for his assistance is obtaining a used CARTA bus for the Public Safety Department.

Mayor Dean presented a Special Proclamation for Fire Prevention Month to Chief Phillips and Deputy Chief Mike Flynn.

The minutes of the September 28, 2006 Agenda Meeting and September 28, 2006 Regular Meeting were submitted in writing to the Council.  Councilmember Petty made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Card, to approve the minutes as written.  Roll call vote:  Vice Mayor Thompson – abstain, Councilmember Card - yes; Councilmember Manning - yes; Councilmember Petty - yes; Mayor Dean - yes.  Motion approved. 
Communication from Councilmembers:

Councilmember Card updated everyone on the status of the Pumpkin and Cider Festival.  He stated that everything is set for October 21 – 22, 2006.  There will be a motorcycle poker run, a sock hop at the Arena from 7:00 – 10:00 p.m., music at the Amphitheater on both days, a civil war reenactment, a car show, plus various other activities.  This is also the 85th anniversary of the City of East Ridge, which will also be celebrated.

Councilmember Manning stated that Mr. Johnny Fine is doing much better and is at home now.

Mayor Dean asked the City Attorney if he scheduled the meeting with the various wrecker businesses to discuss the wrecker ordinance.  Mr. Helton stated it would be within the next two weeks. 
Mayor Dean also announced that the Shrine Circus in town for the weekend at Camp Jordan Arena and encouraged everyone to attend.

Mayor Dean also announced that on October 24, 2006, 6:30 p.m., the Chamber of Commerce will hold a candidates forum for all the Mayoral and Council candidates.  He also recognized the following candidates:  Brent Lambert, John Tilley, David Guffey, and Gary Gray.  He also explained the various seats that are up for election.

Old Business:
ORDINANCE NO. 817 - "AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE TO ALLOW VOLUNTEER OUTDOOR ADVERTISING, INC. (THOMAS E. STEGER) TO CONSTRUCT A NEW BILLBOARD AT 4100 RINGGOLD ROAD IN ACCORDANCE WITH ORDINANCE 481, ARTICLE V, SECTION 1203.15 TITLED USES PERMITTED ON REVIEW.” (2nd and final reading – tabled from 8/24/06) was read by City Attorney Helton.  There was no opposition present.  Councilmember Card made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Petty, to approve Ordinance No. 817 on second and final reading.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
ORDINANCE NO. 819 - "AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE TO ALLOW G & K SIGNS (THOMAS E. STEGER) TO CONSTRUCT A NEW BILLBOARD AT 6521 RINGGOLD ROAD IN ACCORDANCE WITH ORDINANCE 481, ARTICLE V, SECTION 1104.4 TITLED USES PERMITTED ON REVIEW.” (1st reading – postponed from September 28, 2006 by request of applicant) was read by City Attorney Helton on caption.  There was no opposition present.  Councilmember Petty made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Card, to approve Ordinance No. 819 on first reading.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
ORDINANCE NO. 820 – "AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE TO ALLOW FAIRWAY OUTDOOR (ZACH ROBERTS) TO CONSTRUCT A NEW BILLBOARD AT 6600 RINGGOLD ROAD IN ACCORDANCE WITH ORDINANCE 481, ARTICLE V, SECTION 1104.4 TITLED USES PERMITTED ON REVIEW.” (1st reading- postponed from September 28, 2006 by request of applicant) was read by City Attorney Helton on caption.  Mark Dempsey, Building Inspector, stated that the applicant has asked that this be tabled until the next meeting.  Councilmember Manning made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Card, to table this item until the next regularly scheduled meeting.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
 New Business:

RESOLUTION NO. 2023 – “A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE THE ATTACHED CHANGE ORDER #2 TO THAT CONTRACT WITH STEIN CONSTRUCTION FOR CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES AT THE SOCCER AND SOFTBALL COMPLEX AT CAMP 

JORDAN PARK FOR AN INCREASE IN THE CONTRACT PRICE A TOTAL OF $14,002.00.” was read by City Attorney Helton.  Mayor Dean stated this is for changes to the irrigation system and installing a water meter in order for the City not to  be charged for sewer fees.  Councilmember Petty made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Card, to approve Resolution No. 2023.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.

Mayor Dean welcomed the 2006 East Ridge Leadership Class to the meeting.  Councilmember Petty explained the classes go for 10 months out of the year.  Mr. Petty attended the first class the previous year.

Communications from Citizens:

Butch Bryson, 4330 Dupont St., asked about the wrecker ordinance which was passed in 2000.  He asked if he could get a copy of the new wrecker ordinance.  The Mayor stated the ordinance was read on caption only and does not have the body of the ordinance.  He also asked about attorney’s fee for writing the new ordinance.  The Mayor stated this is included in the attorney’s salary and there would be no extra fee for writing this ordinance.  He also asked about the date the ordinance would be presented for second reading.  Mayor Dean stated that it could be ready by the next meeting or the first meeting in November.
