REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE

CITY OF EAST RIDGE

October 26, 2006 - 6:30 p.m.

The East Ridge City Council met pursuant to notice on October 26, 2006.  Mayor Dean called the meeting to order.   Councilmember Manning gave the invocation.  All joined in the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Present were:  Mayor Dean, Vice Mayor Thompson, Councilmember Card, Councilmember Manning, Councilmember Petty, City Attorney Helton and City Recorder Middleton.  City Manager Mays was not present.
Larry Clark updated the Council on the results of the work done on Spring Creek during the Tennessee River Rescue.  He stated there were 18 volunteers that worked on approximately 800 ft. of creek bank.  They removed six cubic yards of trash, which included old tires.  He thanked the City for providing the truck and hauling off the waste that was collected.  He also thanked the Fire and Police Depts. for providing their services for the event.  Next year’s event will be October 6, 2007.  Mayor Dean stated he appreciated Mr. Clark’s efforts and dedication to the program.
Councilmember Card recognized Amanda Miller, Chief Phillips, and Director Wheeler for their help with the Pumpkin and Cider Festival.  Councilmember Card presented a trophy to representatives with the National Guard for their help with the festival.  Bill Breneman presented trophies to David Guffey and Tom Card for the number of pies that were thrown at them at the Politician Pie Patch.  Mayor Dean presented Tom Card and Amanda Miller with plaques for the valuable assistance with the festival.
Chief Phillips introduced K-9 Officer Eric Baxter and the new canine, Bosco.  The dog can detect drugs, search for missing persons or search for suspects in buildings.
The minutes of the October 12, 2006 Agenda Meeting and October 12, 2006 Regular Meeting were submitted in writing to the Council.  Councilmember Petty made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Card, to approve the minutes as written.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
The September 2006 Financial Statement was presented to the Council for their review.  There was no questions or comments about the financial statement.  The Financial Statement will stand approved for audit.
Communication from Councilmembers:

Councilmember Manning stated that he enjoyed the Pumpkin and Cider Festival and looked forward to next year. 
Councilmember Petty thanked Councilmember Card and Amanda Miller for their work on the festival.  He also stated that the East Ridge Animal Shelter had an adoption booth at the festival with several animals being adopted.

City Attorney Helton stated that he has had a meeting with the various wrecker business owners and the Tennessee Dept. of Transportation.  Each owner requested that prior to the ordinance coming to the Council to be voted on, a draft will be given to them for their review.  He estimated it will take approximately three weeks to get the ordinance finished and back to the wrecker owners.

Mayor Dean recognized the candidates running for office – Garry Gray and Jerry Petty running for the 2 year term, Tom Card, Larry Sewell, Jerry McCullough and Raymond Miller for the 4 year term, and John Tilley, David Guffey, Mike Steele and Brent Lambert for the Mayor’s seat.  He also recognized former Mayor Don Huskey.
Mayor Dean stated he appreciates all the hard work that has been done by this council and all former councils and commissions.  He stated that this body cannot legislate what types of businesses are on Ringgold Road, but citizens can.  If they do not want a certain type of business, then don’t patronize that business.

Councilmember Manning stated he appreciated Mayor Dean for the job he has done and also all the former mayors for their hard work.

There was no opposition present.  Councilmember Card made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Manning, to approve Ordinance No. 819 on second and final reading.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
ORDINANCE NO. 820 – "AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE TO ALLOW FAIRWAY OUTDOOR (ZACH ROBERTS) TO CONSTRUCT A NEW BILLBOARD AT 6600 RINGGOLD ROAD IN ACCORDANCE WITH ORDINANCE 481, ARTICLE V, SECTION 1104.4 TITLED USES PERMITTED ON REVIEW.” (1st reading- tabled from October 12, 2006 by request of applicant) was read on caption by City Attorney Helton.  The applicant was present.  There was no opposition present.  Councilmember Petty made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Card, to approve Ordinance No. 820 on 1st reading.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved. 
New Business:

Bids for construction of storage addition to Camp Jordan Arena – Director Wheeler presented bids as follows:

This is the second bid opening for this project.  This bid is approximately $10,000 less than the previous bid.  Councilmember Petty made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Manning, to approve the bid of Vineyard Investment Group, LLC for $58,156.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
Request to waive the fee for East Ridge Youth Foundation to use Community Center gym for fundraiser on December 2, 2006 – This is the group that owns the East Ridge swimming pool.  The City has worked to help this group get back on their feet.  There are no scheduling conflicts.  Councilmember Card made a motion, seconded by Vice Mayor Thompson, to waive the fee for the use of the Community Center.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.  Councilmember Card recognized Christie Wright with the East Ridge Youth Foundation.
