REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE

CITY OF EAST RIDGE

November 9, 2006 - 6:30 p.m.

The East Ridge City Council met pursuant to notice on November 9, 2006.  Mayor Dean called the meeting to order.   Rev. Larry Earl, Scott Memorial Church of God, gave the invocation.  All joined in the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Present were:  Mayor Dean, Vice Mayor Thompson, Councilmember Card, Councilmember Manning, Councilmember Petty, City Manager Mays, City Attorney Helton and City Recorder Middleton.  
The minutes of the October 26, 2006 Agenda Meeting and October 26, 2006 Regular Meeting were submitted in writing to the Council.  Councilmember Petty made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Card, to approve the minutes as written.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
Communication from Councilmembers:

Councilmember Petty thanked everyone for the support he received during the election. 

Mayor Dean recognized City Manager Mays and City Recorder Middleton’s birthdays. 

Mayor Dean also announced that the Christmas Parade will be on November 18th as 6:30 p.m. beginning at Germantown Road.  Also, on November 21, 2006 a city-wide thanksgiving service will be held at 6:00 at East Ridge Baptist Church.

Mayor Dean congratulated Councilmember Petty and Councilmember Card on the re-election and Larry Sewell on his election to Council.  He also stated that on December 12, 2006 there will be a run-off for the Mayor’s seat between Mike Steele and David Guffey.

Old Business:
ORDINANCE NO. 820 – "AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE TO ALLOW FAIRWAY OUTDOOR (ZACH ROBERTS) TO CONSTRUCT A NEW BILLBOARD AT 6600 RINGGOLD ROAD IN ACCORDANCE WITH ORDINANCE 481, ARTICLE V, SECTION 1104.4 TITLED USES PERMITTED ON REVIEW.” (2nd and final reading) was read by City Attorney Helton.  There was no opposition present.  Councilmember Card made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Manning, to approve Ordinance No, 820 on second and final reading.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.  
New Business:
ORDINANCE NO.   821 - “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE TO AMEND THE ZONING REGULATIONS AND THE ZONING MAP OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE TO REZONE THE PROPERTY OF ROY L. HENDERSON, JR. FROM R-1 RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT TO O-1 OFFICE DISTRICT, A TRACT OF LAND LOCATED AT 1015 SPRING CREEK ROAD.” (1st reading) was read by City Attorney Helton on caption.  The applicant, Roy L. Henderson, 6831 ½ Martha Avenue, stated he wished to use the property for an office.  He stated that the surrounding properties around him are commercial.  Mayor Dean stated that the conditions in the ordinance are that there be no signs allowed on site and no storage of roofing materials or equipment allowed on site.  There was no opposition present.  Councilmember Card made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Petty, to approve Ordinance No. 821 on first reading.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
ORDINANCE NO.   822 - “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE TO AMEND THE ZONING REGULATIONS AND THE ZONING MAP OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE TO REZONE THE PROPERTY OF LARRY D. CRANE FROM C-1 TOURISM COMMERCIAL DISTRICT TO C-2 GENERAL COMMERCIAL DISTRICT, A TRACT OF LAND LOCATED AT 6600 RINGGOLD ROAD.”  (1st reading) was read by City Attorney Helton on caption.  The applicant, Larry Crane, 3242 Waterfront Drive, Chattanooga, stated he wished to open a car lot on the property.  There was no opposition present.  Mayor Dean stated that Mr. Crane has done a remarkable job of cleaning up the site.  Councilmember Petty made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Manning, to approve Ordinance No. 822 on first reading.  The vote was unanimous.  Motion approved.
Communications from Citizens:  
Dot Guinn, 1322 Orlando Avenue, thanked the Council for the City’s birthday celebration which was held during the Pumpkin and Cider Festival.  She also stated that she had a problem voting, that the Election Commission showed that she was deceased.
Jack Jordan, 4145 Ringgold Road, congratulated the Mayor on his election to the State Legislature.
