The East Ridge City Council met pursuant to notice on March 22, 2007, 9:00 a.m. for the purpose of discussing items on the agenda for the March 22, 2007 Council Meeting and other items.  Mayor Steele called the meeting to order.
Present were:  Mayor Steele, Vice Mayor Petty, Councilmember Card, Councilmember Manning, City Manager Mays and City Recorder Middleton.  Director Wheeler, Director Phillips, and City Manager Intern Rogers were also present.  Councilmember Sewell and City Attorney Helton were not present.
Items Discussed
New Creations, Navajo Drive – Chief Phillips stated that he and Mayor Steele visited the home on Navajo Drive that has plans for becoming a boy’s group home.   They were told by the operators of the home that the boys would be high school age, would have a structured environment and could help the neighbors by doing yardwork, etc.  A cease and desist order has been hand delivered to the residence and the City Attorney is investigating a possible state law that would allow the home to operate.  The Chief stated the property may have to be rezoned to R-3.  This item was not added to the agenda.

RESOLUTION NO. 2027 – “A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE AUTHORIZING THE PUBLIC SAFETY DIRECTOR TO EXECUTE THE ATTACHED MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING WITH BLEDSOE COUNTY SHERIFFS DEPARTMENT, CHATTANOOGA POLICE DEPARTMENT, HAMILTON COUNTY SHERIFFS DEPARTMENT, ATHENS POLICE DEPARTMENT, CLEVELAND POLICE DEPARTMENT, BRADLEY COUNTY SHERIFFS DEPARTMENT, MARION COUNTY SHERIFFS DEPARTMENT, MEIGS COUNTY SHERIFFS DEPARTMENT, UTC POLICE DEPARTMENT, CHATTANOOGA HOUSING AUTHORITY POLICE DEPARTMENT,  ERLANGER POLICE DEPARTMENT, CHATTANOOGA AIRPORT POLICE DEPARTMENT, RED BANK POLICE DEPARTMENT, SODDY DAISY POLICE DEPARTMENT, SIGNAL MOUNTAIN POLICE DEPARTMENT AND THE LOOKOUT MOUNTAIN POLICE DEPARTMENT FOR THE PURPOSE OF SHARING LAW ENFORCEMENT INFORMATION AMONG THE VARIOUS DEPARTMENTS.”  Chief Phillips stated this resolution would allow information sharing between the various police departments.
