RESOLUTION NO. 2032 - "A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE REDUCING THE POSTED SPEED LIMIT IN THE 1500 BLOCK OF TRUMAN AVENUE FROM MARIETTA STREET TO STATE LINE ROAD FROM A 30-MPH ZONE TO A 20- MPH ZONE."  Chief Phillips will check on issues regarding Resolution No. 2032 and 2033 to see if residents want the entire street included.  If so, more signatures would have to be obtained on the petitions.
RESOLUTION NO. 2033 - "A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE REDUCING THE POSTED SPEED LIMIT IN THE 6100 BLOCK OF MARIETTA STREET FROM PRATER ROAD TO CASTLEBERRY AVENUE FROM A 30-MPH ZONE TO A 20-MPH ZONE."

RESOLUTION NO. 2034   - “A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE THE ATTACHED AGREEMENT WITH CHATTANOOGA COCA COLA BOTTLING COMPANY GRANTING EXCLUSIVE RIGHTS FOR THE PROVISION OF COCA COLA PRODUCTS AT THE EAST RIDGE COMMUNITY CENTER IN EXCHANGE FOR THE CONTINUATION OF THE MAINTENANCE OF THE SCOREBOARD AT THE COMMUNITY CENTER.”  
RESOLUTION NO. 2035   - “A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE, TENNESSEE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE THE ATTACHED AGREEMENT 

WHICH GRANTS TO COMCAST OF THE SOUTH A FRANCHISE AGREEMENT FOR THE PROVISION OF CABLE RELATED NEEDS IN THE CITY OF EAST RIDGE.”  Mayor Steele stated this new contract changes the term from 16 years to 10 years and also provides for quarterly payments rather than yearly payments to the City.
Approval to waive fees for use of Camp Jordan Arena and pond for the Tennessee Aquarium Fish ‘n Fun Derby on June 16, 2007 – This event has been held in the Park for approximately the past 10 years.
Approval to bid purchase and installation of digital sign/marquee for Camp Jordan Park and Arena – This is to bid out only.  This would replace the current sign with a digital sign to promote Camp Jordan and other city events.

Approval to use the firm of JMD Group, LLC to obtain health insurance quotes – This is to obtain quotes only.

Other items discussed:

· Councilmember Manning discussed the proposed welcome sign close to I-75.

· Mayor Steele discussed the wrecker ordinance and stated it would not be on the agenda for tonight’s meeting.
